Some notes on how to fill out the form
Point 2 

· Please note that an e-mail address is essential though it does not necessarily have to be that of the institution itself. 

Point 5 

· Research and cooperation areas to be financed will be specified in each invitation. The will consist of urban environmental management problems ("brown issues") with a positive impact on human populations. The must provide useful information and experience to other local/municipal governments in the region. 

Point 6 

· The identification of one research institution is not a determining factor in this first stage. However, the early identification of a research institution will probably contribute to a more efficient formulation of the proposal. 

· If possible, the presentation of proposals based on a broad, active participation of the community is encouraged, rather than the basically hierarchical study/solution approach. 

Point 7 

· The institutional contribution must reflect the commitment of the applying institution to the proposed research activity. 

· The contribution of the applicant may include "multi-client" solutions where several municipalities work jointly to solve common problems thus causing a greater impact in the use of the donation and municipal resources. 

Point 8 

· Evidence of impacts with improvements in the environmental management. That improve the quality of life of urban population and pay special attention to poor sectors of the population, will be sought. 

PUNCTUATION

In order to guarantee the efficiency and objectivity of the evaluation, a score system will be developed, with scores allotted according to importance. With reference to points 5, 6, 7 and 8 of the initial proposal form, the following values will be used: 

· Points 5, 7 and 8: 20 points maximum each. 

· Point 6: 40 points maximum. 

Maximum punctuation: 100 points.
